12) Public Session Mrs Anne Heald attended and thanked The Council and The Clerk for their support over a planning application.
13)  Minutes   To consider and approve the minutes of The Parish Council Meeting held 2nd March 2023
14) District Councillors Report  Cllr Thomas outlined the priorities for Wychavon District Council. Financial sustainability of the economy for Evesham Town Centre, with big investment, The District Council will have to contribute, but it should go forward within three years with The Public Hall housing The Arts Centre;  Recognition of rural micro business’s worth millions of pounds in revenue; Good design for housing and infrastructure, with detail being of paramount importance;  Environmental green plan by decreasing carbon emissions by supplying leisure centres with pool covers;  A  new Leisure Centre at Droitwich and Legacy Grants
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15) Chairman’s Report Cllr Drayton reported that The Coronation Party held in The Village Hall, live streaming The Coronation, and funded by Wychavon District Council on Saturday 6th of May, had been a huge success and very well attended.
16) Field Path Officer Report   Laurance reported that he was now fully trained and was now aware of all the rules and regulations connected with this voluntary role.  His main responsibility is to The County Council, he is only 
allowed to cut down vegetation on Public Rights of Way and not on private land.  The County will send him on a strimming course so that he can then use a strimmer.  He will also help out at Ashmore’s Farm in a different role as a volunteer.
17) Lengthsman’s Report David reported that he had completed less work due to the relentless rain. A new drain had been fitted between the two villages, hopefully this will help with flooding.  The Clerk asked him to look at a hole on the footpath on Evesham Road.  David informed the Council that the 4ft Village gates for Lenchwick could now be ordered.
18) Finance and Policy   The Clerk informed The Council that the insurance premium was due £1,208.05, as this was an increase of £293.10 but included The New Play Park. It wasn’t to much of an increase.  The precept of £10,500 had now been received.  The Clerk asked the Chairman to sign the end of year AGAR forms for the audit section 1 and then section 2.  The cil money still available was £5,767.46.  The Clerk asked for two more volunteers to become signatories on the bank, Cllr Dance and Cllr Arthurs Pitts volunteered.
19) Community Outreach Reports  Cllr Funnell reported: Speedwatch, four new volunteers were still to be approved, hopefully soon as there is a new person in charge of Hereford and Worcester.  Cyclepath, He had attended several meeting in The Working Party at Harvington, and had a meeting with The Development Officer for Eagle One, there is a problem with a landowner, Cllr Thomas said he would try and help with this.  Parish Games, there has been some interest, The Clerk has been advertising on social media and a large editorial appeared in The April Newsletter. The next Newsletter will be in September, to include a thank you to Daniel for his help with this.
20) Progress Reports and New Items
A)  The VAS/CID is on order however The Clerk reported that The supplier is incredibly busy, causing a delay
B) The footpath at Chadbury could not be addressed at Cllr Laura Gretton did not attend the meeting.
C) The Clerk reported that she needed to speak to highways to arrange for the concrete plinth for The Bench to sit on.
D) The Clerk said she would try to secure a quote form a local man to replace the notice boards.
E) The notice for Jock’s Legacy is still being made
F) A lot of fruit trees have been planted and a lot of mulch has been put down along with some disease resistant elms being planted, and The Jubilee Walk has also been planted at Ashmore’s Farm.
G) Cllr Dance informed The Council about a project she volunteered for called The Music Bus.  A mobile unit with lots of music orientated activities for children.  The cost of £495 for half a day.  Cllr Drayton proposed
