3) Public Session, No members of The General Public present.
4) Review of minutes of previous meeting  
 Approved the minutes of The Parish Council Meeting held on 1st July 2021
5)  District Councillor’s Report
Cllr Thomas reported on the position of Wychavon with regard to the Afghanistan crisis, and the expectation of housing refugees. Wychavon are looking to recruit new directors as Stephen Gabriel has moved to pastures new, and Phil Merrick has retired.  Wychavon have applied for funds from the 1.9million levelling up fund which they would like to use to redevelop the public hall and riverside centre in Evesham.  They would also like to ease the congestion on the roads, especially to connect The Villages with The Towns.   A new crossing on the A46 is being considered, and although not Guaranteed Cllr Thomas is optimistic, the result should be known by The Autumn.  If the application is unsuccessful the redevelopment of The Public Hall will still proceed, so that The Arts Centre’s programmes can be moved there.  Cllr Thomas also reported on the problem of Travellers using Council land, he said that Wychavon were working with The Police to find ways of moving them on more quickly, also barriers may be erected on Crown Meadow, but these would be sympathetic to the environment.  Cllr Thomas also reported on the free pop-up cinemas being held on Crown Meadow and in Inkberrow
6)  County Councillors 
Councillor Gretton was introduced to The Parish Council, and reported on the Covid situation in The County, saying there had been an increase of 1.5%.  The County Councillor was asked to investigate what, if anything, is going to happen with provision of a footpath along the A44 connecting the Wood Norton, especially from Chadbury House, and the roundabout by Chadbury Farm Shop.
 7) Chairman’s Report  
Cllr Drayton reported on The Woodland Project, saying that it was progressing nicely.  She had secured some free wood chips from a local company in Harvington. There had been a lot of volunteers to compliment the people from Worcestershire C.C. helping with planting etc.  The Chairman of The Ramblers and Jock had installed the new kissing gate, which means that the pathway is now in use.  David pointed out that we needed to tell people where it was.  Please find attached a map which Cllr. Sealey-Wade has kindly drawn.  Mr Wade Muggleton, has pledged another 500 trees from Worcestershire C.C.
 8) Field Path Officer’s Report    Unfortunately, still no Field Path Officer.
9)Lengthsman Report   David reported that he had been very busy cutting back brambles throughout The Villages, and hoped to make sure the bus stop opposite The Norton Grange would be clear for the children going back to school.  The Clerk reminded him to attend to the notice board at Chadbury.
10)  Finance and Policy The Clerk informed The Council The balance of the account was £5430.68 and that the VAT refund of £858.04 had been received. 
11)  Community Outreach and PACT Councillor Funnell reported that there had been three sessions of speedwatch recently, with Paul Brown PCO attending one which had been good to show a police presence.  More sessions would

be imminent and a new supervisor with the police meant that more people could be trained to help. Cllr. Funnell reported that he and Sue had met with Colin Tether and other people regarding the cycle path initiative.  Cllr Funnell asked The Clerk to explore the possibility of obtaining CIL money to help this with this initiative, as Warwickshire Parish Councils were exploring this.  Cllr Thomas advised The Clerk to contact Heather Peachy at Wychavon who would be able to advise!  The Clerk reported that there had been an application From Emily Hodgkins asking for £250 to pay for new tyres for her hobby in motor cross.  The Council unanimously agreed to give this to her.  No PACT to report on.
12) Progress Reports and new items
      A) The Parish Council agreed to pursue funding off The Police Commissioner and in turn purchase a cid machine for Lenchwick, to control speeding traffic.
      B) The Clerk reported that The youth Bus would be returning in September, but they had asked for volunteers to help as they had lost many helpers due to covid.
      C) The Clerk reported that the electricity metre would be installed into the telephone kiosk on 15th of September 2021, so that the renovations could then commence.
      D) The Clerk reported that a new litter bin had now been installed in Lenchwick.
      E) The Clerk reported that she had asked Caroline Green Church Warden to arrange a meeting between Andrew Spurr (Vicar) and Parish Council representatives to discuss what to do with The Glebe Land by the church owned by The Parish Council.
      F)  The Chairman and The Vice Chairman said they would send their editorials to The Clerk ASAP so that the Newsletter could be published.
      G) The Clerk informed The Council about an initiative call Live and Local, that would put on shows, plays, events etc. in Village Halls for the Community.
      H) The Boundary issue was discussed and Cllr Thomas informed The Council that two consultations regarding this were happening at the same time.  The first was still available for comment on the second round in the new year. The Council agreed that comments needed to be made because it seemed senseless to attach Norton with Redditch! Instead of Evesham!
