5)  Review of minutes of previous meeting

7)  Chairman’s Report   Nothing to report at the present time.
8)  Parish Path Warden’s Report   There is not really anything to report for the coming meeting. As Spring develops and everything starts growing, I shall be very busy for a while!!
 9) Lengthsman’s Report   David reported that he had fitted the plaque to The Queen’s Jubilee Bench. David has been very busy sweeping the roads and footpaths trying to keep them clear due to flooding.  The Council asked The Clerk to email to Jem Teal Flood Management at Wychavon, asking him to please help with the road flooding between Norton and Lenchwick, as it had been really excessive.
10)  Finance and Policy    The Clerk reported that the balance of the bank account was £11,994.00.  The Clerk informed The Council that she had received a letter from Wychavon informing her that The Council had 106 money of £10,299.40.  The Clerk had looked into this and it seemed unclear what the money could be used for, therefore she had telephoned Heather Peachey in Legal Services for clarification.  The Clerk also reported that she had applied for £744 from Laura Gretton’s Divisional Fund to cover the cost of The Kissing Gates.
11)  Community Outreach and Parish Sports    Cllr Jill Smith from Harvington Parish Council attended the meeting, to inform The Council on developments concerning The Greenway Cycle Path Initiative.  Firstly this is now called The Two Shires Greenway.  Cllr Smith reported that she had been trying really hard to have a meeting with Worcestershire County Council, concerning the A46 and The Evesham Road, she had finally achieved this only to find that they did not have the power to authorise, and would not be able to help with funding.  There is a great need for help with this as it would join the cycle path up.  Salford Priors are now at the building stage with their part.  Cllr Smith had checked with CALC and reported that it was legal for Norton to gift their part of the cycle path to Harvington, so that work could begin.  Cllr Smith also reported that she had productive meetings with, Chris Day at Wychavon District Council; Sue Juned at Stratford District Council;  Mike Rouse Transport and Justin Kerridge, and that short documentaries were being made to promote The Two Shires Greenway.  Cllr Funnell reported that The Parish Games were being promoted already, and it was hoped that after last year’
s success story, more disciplines would be entered this year. Cllr Funnell reported that he was still waiting for The Police to contact him regarding training for Speedwatch, but in all honesty it would have been impossible to operate, during all the flooding The Parish had experienced. The Clerk said she would work on A newsletter for April when she returned for her holiday, with an emphasis on Cllr Dance’s  Bio-diversity issues and The Parish Games.
12) Progress Reports and new items
    A) The Footpath still needs to be discussed with The County Councillor Laura Gretton who never attends meetings.
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      B) The sign for Jock’s Wood is being dealt with by David, who is still organising it.
      C) The Chairman Ashmore’s Farm Woodland is fine. 
      D) Cllr Drayton reported that some work had been carried out on the big house on the Harvington Lane Development, the drainage was a big issue and there have been meetings with the landowners.
     E)  It was agreed that The Parish Land by The Church would be dealt with later in the year.
     F)  The Clerk reported that she still needed to speak to Peter Goodhall about the new noticeboards and report back to The Council.
     G) It was acknowledged the Cllr Dance was The Bio-diversity Champion, and she asked if some of the verges could not be mowed, but it was pointed out that this could encourage grass snakes.
     H)  The Clerk informed The Council that she had received an email advertising The Music Box for the children.  It was agreed that a Saturday in June might be an ideal time for this.  Cllr Dance advised that very often The Music Box would invite partners to attend too.  The Council were very interested to see if The Fire Service would attend.
       I)  The Clerk reported that she had attended a course with The Cabinet Office regarding the streamlining of Government emails.  The government want all Councils to adopt the .gov.uk domain name, although this is not mandatory at the moment it envisaged that eventually it will be.  The cost would be very similar to what The Council is already paying,  but would have much more support and better security.  It was agreed to move forward with this.
