7)  Chairman’s Report   Cllr Drayton reported that she had received an invitation from The Heart of England Forestry to attend aa open evening at Sheriffs Lench, on 5th of October 2023, for 4 councillors, she needed to reply by 22nd of September 2023

The precept is due at the end of the month £10,500, plus she would be doing a VAT refund for approximately £2,000 at the end of September 2023.
11)  Community Outreach and Parish Sports  Cllr Funnel is on holiday, however it was noted that The Parish had entered five disciplines for The Parish Games this year, the first time in years that The Parish had entered any! Table Tennis, Angling, Bell Boating, Cross Country and Darts.
12) Progress Reports and new items
       A) The Clerk informed The Council that the new VAS machine was now installed and working well in Lenchwick
      B) Foot path at Chadbury, it is hoped that this can be discussed with Laura Gretton County Councillor
      C) The Clerk advised The Parish Council that the notice boards have now been repaired
