4)   Public Session there wasn’t any public attendance
5)    Review of minutes of previous meeting  
 Approved the minutes of The Parish Council Meeting held on minutes of 3rd November 2022
5)   District Councillor’s Report Cllr Thomas was unable to attend, however he sent a report via email.  
Firstly, Happy New Year to all.  Apologies that I cannot make the meeting, but it conflicts with a meeting at Wychavon District Council.  EVESHAM VELOPARK is now open to the public.   Evesham’s new world class Velo Park is now open to the public.  The £2 million cycling hub officially opened at the end of October but has only been available for club bookings while systems and software was tested. Anyone can book online to use the park, including 1Km closed road circuits, a pump track with a unique mogul area, a learn-to-ride area with street markings to build confidence on using real roads.  Hourly slots cost between £4.50 for juniors and over 65s and £5.50 for adults.  The learn-to-ride track is free when not been used for lessons.  The park can also be hired by clubs and for private events.  Evesham United manage the facilities and money made from the hire of the park will pay for its maintenance and upkeep.  * to book  https://bit.ly/3hqznWZ  *read the full story here https://bit.ly/3j3xm3b *watch the video on You  Tube http://bit.ly/3FZnWir  WORK STARTS ON NEW TOILET IMPROVEMENT SCHEME  Work has started to upgrade Oat Street toilets in Evesham as part of Wychavon’s latest improvements to their award winning loos.  The toilet block is being given a complete internal refurbishment including new floor and wall tiles. Propelair toilets and LED lighting. It will also have a new Changing Places toilet installed offering greater facilities for people with various disabilities.  They include specialist equipment such as a ceiling hoist, adjustable height height bench and extra space compared to standard disabled toilet.  Work should be completed by sopring 2023.  Portable toilets have been placed next to the block while the refurbishment is carried out.  The project is being part funded by a £210.000 grant from the Government to increase the number of Changing Place toilets.  Two more are planned to be installed in other locations across the district.  Five of Wychavon’s toilet blocks already have Changing Places facilities.  
6)   County Councillors Cllr Gretton did not attend
 7)  Chairman’s Report   Cllr Drayton extended condolences to The Clerk on the death of her husband.  Cllr Drayton reported that sh had looked into the letter The Council had received from a resident of Wood Norton.  She concluded that this was to make The Council aware that the planning application was in fact an amendment to the original planning application, and that the resident was just appraising The Council, because of the lack of parking at the site and that should this be passed there would be even less parking available.
8) Field Path Officers Report The Field Path Officer reported that he had made a start, and that Cllr Funnell had been very helpful and shown him all The Parish Maps.  Cllr Funnell and Mr. Crack had visited Ashmore’s Farm and surveyed the permissive path there. The Clerk informed Mr. Crack that training was available to him from Worcester County Council and he agreed to undertake this.  Cllr Dance told The Council she had various drawings of the different footpaths around The Parish.  It was agreed that a different one would be featured in every Newsletter.

9)Lengthsman Report   Cllr Drayton thanked David for all his hard work during the ice and snow spells we had experienced.  David reported that he was most concerned about a pothole on King’s Lane, it was agreed that he would meet with The Clerk so that they could report this to Highways.  David asked that the parking on the footpath was illegal and ,could be highlighted in the next Newsletter.  Cllr Drayton asked David to clear the bus shelter at The Norton Grange.
10)  Finance and Policy   The Clerk reported that the balance of the bank account was £8990.35 and that she would be making a refund application to the VaT for approximately £4000. The Budget was presented to The Council, unfortunately there were some anomalies, so The Clerk said she would amend and email it to The Council.  It was agreed that the Annual Parish Council Meeting would take place a 7pm on Thursday 11th May.   The Annual Parish Meeting would take place on Sunday 21st May between 3pm -5pm.
11)  Community Outreach and Parish Sports   Speedwatch Cllr Funnell reported that the police were now checking the new recruits and that Speedwatch would resume soon.  Cycle Path Cllr Funnell reported that he had attended two zoom meetings for the working party with Harvington.  He had also walked the route to Evesham where there was a section where a landowner was going to build and maintain their own section.  Everything seems to be going well.   The Parish Games Cllr Funnell reported that he attended The Presentation Evening and was going to attend the AGM at the end of January.  Newletter for January items to include Parking on pavements, footpath, Parish Games, Village Hall news and Calendar of events.
12) Progress Reports and new items
       A) The Clerk informed The Council that she had spoken to Highways again, regarding the pole for the new VAS machine at Lenchwick and they will put it in ASAP. They have agreed to place the new gates at the entrance to Lenchwick at no cost if The Parish Council purchases them. Also they have agreed to place the bench on King’s Lane if The Parish Council purchases it.
      B) Foot path at Chadbury, The Clerk reported that this was on her list to speak to Cllr Gretton regarding cil money for this.  
      C) The Chairman reported that she had researched the cost of new seats for the playpark. It was agreed that 2 new toddler seats could be purchased at a cost of £116.00 + VaT each and another 2 seats for older children with the cost to be advised. The Clerk advised that she had found it very difficult to get a price for the Kompan Supernova spinning wheel, so she had ordered a brochure.  It was also noted that the small gate and fence needed fixing David was asked to attend to this.
      D) The Chairman informed The Council that the noticeboards were suffering from condensation, she had made temporary repairs to them for now.  Cllr Drayton informed The Council she had sourced a new notice board to be fitted to the Village hall A1 size at a cost of £139 this was proposed by Cllr Drayton and seconded by Cllr Funnell. 
      E) David will make make a rustic sign Jock’s Wood to be placed at The New Woodland in memory of our previous Field Path Officer Jock.
      F)  Cllr Drayton reported that she had been in touch with Wade and they would meet up with volunteers in the next few weeks to plant the trees they have.
      G) The Clerk reported that when she tried to order the bench the cost had doubled.  However, on talking to highways they have agreed to fit it for free so this can now go ahead. 
      H)  The Harvington Lane development has stalled again.  Cllr Drayton said she would email Cllr Thomas and appraise him of the situation.
       I)  The Clerk reported that she emailed Rooftop again copying in Cllr Thomas and Boris Worrall.  She had received an email back from Boris Worrall outlining an extensive complaints procedure!  She had however spoken to The Housing Officer for Norton who assured her he would try and get all the repairs done.
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      J)  It was agreed that the land owned by The Council next to the church should be left fallow at the moment.  The  Council asked The Clerk to contact Fischer German to arrange for the fence and kissing gate to be repaired,
