4)   Public Session there wasn’t any public attendance
5)    Review of minutes of previous meeting  
 Approved the minutes of The Parish Council Meeting held on minutes of 1st September 2022
5)   District Councillor’s Report   Cllr Thomas reported that Cllr Alex Sinton and his wife consort had enjoyed meeting everyone at The Official Opening of The New Play Park.  Cllr Thomas reported that the budget for Wychavon was in a good position, it is hoped that Council tax will be frozen, and that there will not be any cuts to services.  This good financial position has been achieved by years of hard work.  The collection times of refuse bins in The Parish is changing but not the day, it is recommended that bins be made available by 7am.  Cllr Thomas reported that a new Director of Planning was being sort, he wanted someone with a vision that would encourage developers to look at the history and heritage of the areas they were developing and develop a sympathetic plan.  He wanted to develop a strategy that could be presented to developers that they had to work to.  Cllr Thomas also reported that The Parliamentary boundary changes would take place and so The Ward of Harvington incorporating Norton and Lenchwick would now come under Redditch.  The Chairman Sue Drayton asked Cllr. Thomas if he had any news of Laura Gretton County Councillor?  The Clerk told everyone that CALC had advised that a letter of complaint should be sent to The Leader of The County Council regarding her absence, it was agreed that this should be done.
6)   County Councillors 
Cllr Gretton did not attend
 7)  Chairman’s Report  
Cllr Drayton reported to Cllr. Thomas that the development on Harvington Lane had once again stalled, and asked for his help, he agreed to contact planning.  Cllr Drayton reported that The Official Opening by Alex Sinton, of The New Playpark had been a great success with lots of people attending.
8) Field Path Officer’s Report   The New Field Path officer attended the meeting a very warm welcome to Laurence Crack. Cllr Funnel and David Iorns Lengthsman agreed to help and advise him.
9)Lengthsman Report   David reported that he was still very busy bramble cutting and path clearing, he also reported that the new playpark was so successful that every time he attended there were lots of people there. 
10)  Finance and Policy    The Clerk reported that the balance of the bank account was £28,277.15 because she had received the precept of £7805.00, cil money of £4903.24, the vat refund of £10748.33 plus the final payment of the legacy Grant £16753.  She reported that she had now paid Playscheme £81823.60 with £20,000 outstanding to be paid by the middle of December, once she had received a further Vat refund of approximately £4000.
11)  Community Outreach and Parish Sports   Cllr Funnell reported that the forms for the four new volunteers for Speedwatch had been submitted to The Police, and that he had emailed the man who ran the courses. Harvington got £150,000 from The Legacy Grant for The Greenway Cycle Path however this must be match funded.  Cllr Funnel will be joining Harvington’s Working Party on this.  The next stage for the Greenway Cycle Path project is to gain

legal agreement from the landowners that it affects.  Cllr Funnel will explore the route from The Valley to Evesham in the next few days.  The name of Cyclepath project is changing to The Two Shires Greenway! And it is hoped that in the future it will join up with Stratford and Redditch.  The Parish Games would seem to be very informal and Cllr Funnel feels very confident that our Parish will be entering many events next year.  It was agreed that another Newsletter would be produced at the end of January.
12) Progress Reports and new items
      A) The Clerk informed The Council that she had spoken to Highways again, regarding the pole for the new VAS machine at Lenchwick and they will put it in ASAP.  Also, they have agreed to place the new gates at the entrance to Lenchwick at no cost if The Parish Council purchases them.
       B) Foot path at Chadbury, The Clerk reported that this was on her list to speak to Cllr Gretton regarding cil money for this.  
      C) The Clerk reported that she and The Chairman had inspected the old playpark and that the swing seats needed replacing and a new item should be purchased to replace the removed snail.
      D) The Chairman informed The Council that the noticeboards were in a very bad state, however she would try and repair them initially.  The Clerk said she would put a plea on social media to ask for someone to replace them at cost.
      E) It was agreed the David would make a rustic sign Jock’s Wood  to be placed at The New Woodland in memory of our previous Field Path Officer Jock.
      F)  Cllr Drayton reported that she had 24 fruit trees and 12 other trees donated by Mr and Mrs Danse, to planted at The Woodland by a working volunteer group.
      G) The Clerk reported that The Jubilee bench had been approved by The Trustees of The Hall at a cost of £500 + Vat and £476 + Vat so The Clerk could go ahead and order it with the cost being met by  The Parish Council, with a donation of £500 from The Hall.
      H)  The Harvington Lane development had already been discussed with Cllr Thomas earlier in the meeting.
       I)  The Clerk reported that The Rooftop repairs had still not been carried out even though she had received an email from The Chairman of Rooftop!
       J)  The Clerk reported that her new laptop was amazing.
13) Correspondence   The Clerk had received a letter from a resident of Wood Norton Richmond Village regarding a planning application to extend their facility, The Chairman said she would look into it.
14) Planning     Two planning applications one for Ashmore house and a hovel at Chadbury, no comments on either.
