Cllr Drayton reported that she had thanked Mr. and Mrs. Danse for their kind donation of twelve trees to represent twelve months of The Queen’s Jubilee.  
8) Field Path Officer’s Report    Unfortunately, still no Field Path Officer.
9)Lengthsman Report   Unfortunately The Lengthsman was unable to attend, however The Parish Council agreed that he had been very busy keeping The Parish looking very tidy.   The Parish also agreed a pay rise for The Lengthsman in line with other people in similar roles.
10)  Finance and Policy   The Clerk told the council that she had received the grant of £2883.85 for the new VAS/CID machine in Lenchwick plus the precept of £7806.00.  The Clerk informed The Council that The Annual Return was now completed and The Chairman signed firstly the certificate of exemption then the annual governance statement.11)  Community Outreach and Parish Sports  
Speed Watch: Cllr Funnell reported that the group had been out 2-3 times, they had recorded approximately 70 vehicles without anyone being over the speed limit.  There are three new volunteers, training will commence soon.  The Cyclepath: nothing to report just an ongoing project.  Parish Games:  Cllr Funnell attended the AGM, there has been a lot of interest from Parishioners, Cllr Funnell will chase the governing body regarding applications.
12) Progress Reports and new items
      A) The Clerk informed The Council she was waiting for WCC to fix a new pole before she could order the new VAS/CID Machine for Lenchwick.
      B) Foot path at Chadbury, The Clerk reported that this was on her list to speak to Cllr Gretton regarding cil money for this.
C) The Clerk reported that the renovations on the telephone kiosk were now completed although Cllr Drayton
thinks there might be an issue with the door hinges, she and Cllr Funnell will deal with this and The Clerk will organise the installation of the defibrillator
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      D) The Clerk informed The Council that The Parish Council wasn’t using all the budget from WCC for The Lengthsman, it was agreed to inform David that he could utilise this budget more. 
      E) The Chairman informed The Council that she along with The Clerk and Cllr Funnell had attended a meeting with people at Wychavon regarding The Legacy Grant.  They were informed that The Committee would be looking for a project that would have the WOW factor.  Cllr Drayton Cllr Funnell and The Clerk will now fill in the full application which will be vetted by Wychavon before being passed to The Committee.
      F)  Cllr Drayton reported that two fields at Ashmore’s Farm had now been ploughed and seeded with wild flower mix, and that the whole project was looking good.
      G) The Clerk reported that she was still waiting for the quote from Smart Cut for the bench and that she would promote the picnic on social media.
      H)  The Clerk reported that she had not heard anything regarding allotments and wondered how The Parish would ever be able to fund the purchase of land.
       I)  The Clerk reported that she had reported repairs to a brick wall in the alley way between King’s Lane and Lloyd Close and also a massively overgrown hedge, to Rooftop on many occasions, and was continually ignored.  The Council decided to email Rooftop and inform them that if these things were not attended to The Council would employ contactors and send the bill to Rooftop.
