3) Public Session, one member of the public attended to observe how The Parish Council operated.
4) Review of minutes of previous meeting  
 Approved the minutes of The Parish Council Meeting held on minutes of 4th of November 2021 and 13th January 2022.
5)  District Councillor’s Report
Cllr Thomas did not attend however he sent a report via email.
Wychavon budget and council tax
Wychavon’s budget for the year ahead has been set by the Council and includes a balanced
budget with Wychavon’s element of council tax being frozen for the fifth year running. This
has resulted in £1.9m being left in the pocket of local residents over the same time frame.
When setting the budget council agreed to
• Releasing £3.7million to invest in new affordable housing schemes in Pershore and
Pinvin.
• Working with councils in Stratford and Warwick and the Heart of England Forest on a
£725,000 bid to fund a major tree planting scheme to help tackle climate change and
support biodiversity.
• The creation of a £15,000 fund to support communities to celebrate the Platinum
Jubilee as well as the scrapping of road closure notice fees for events planned over
the main Jubilee weekend.
• Investment in sports and leisure facilities in Badsey, Bretforton, Pershore and
Inkberrow by 31 March 2025.
• Promotion of Wychavon’s visitor offer to increase the amount people spend in the
district by 10% above pre-Covid levels by 31 March 2025.
• Mapping community facilities across the district so funding and support can be
targeted where it is needed most.
• Support to help low-income households improve energy efficiency.
• Investigating the use of alternative low carbon fuels, including hydrotreated
vegetable oil, for waste collection vehicles by March 2024.

I’ve been informed by officers of the bid that has been put in by this parish and look forward
to supporting your proposal as it goes through the assessment process.

 7) Chairman’s Report  
Cllr Drayton did not have anything to report
8) Field Path Officer’s Report    Unfortunately, still no Field Path Officer.
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9)Lengthsman Report   David Iorns reported that some parishioners had expressed their concern regarding fly tipping at The Golf Range at Lenchwick.  The Clerk said she had it on her list to report to Cllr Gretton.  David also expressed his concern regarding flooding at Chadbury by The Farm shop.  The Clerk said she would report this to highways.
10)  Finance and Policy  The Clerk told the council that the balance of the bank account was £2894.44, with the precept of £7,805.00 due at the end of April; a VAT refund of £628.35 due and a payment of £36.00 due from Worcestershire County Council.
11)  Community Outreach and Parish Sports Cllr Funnel could not attend but he sent a report: 
The Arrow and Avon cycle path had a meeting which I attended, and they are going to have quarterly meetings going forward, and produce newsletters in due course, and say there is some progress albeit slow.  Speedwatch I have three new volunteers who will be vetted and trained, and then integrated into the team, to get us going again.  The Parish Sports have let me know that they expect to have a fairly full schedule 2022.  Although we have had no interest from anyone in The Parish apart from Eddie’s wife (Anne Heald), which I noted and will let her know in due course.
12) Progress Reports and new items
      A) The Clerk confirmed that the funding for the vas/sid machine at Lenchwick had been granted and she was waiting for it to be paid.
      B) Foot path at Chadbury, The Clerk reported that this was on her list to speak to Cllr Gretton regarding cil money for this.
      C) The Clerk reported that progress on the telephone kiosk was slow however this might be due to the cold and wet weather.
      D) Hand cart pictures, Cllr Sealey-Wade said that he had sent  the pictures.
      E) The Clerk said that The Council needed to select which equipment they wanted for the Play Park so that the full application for The Legacy Grant could be made.  She gave The Councillors some brochures and they said they would get back to her.
      F)  Cllr Drayton reported that WCC have now finished planting the first field at Ashmore Woodlands.  There had been some storm damage from the recent storms, but lots of people had turned up as a work party very quickly to replant the saplings.  Mr and Mrs Danse have made a donation of trees to The Parish for The Queen’s Jubilee, Cllr Drayton said she would sort this out.
      G) Cllr Drayton reported that at a meeting of The Trustees of The Village Hall it had been decided that a picnic in The Park was a good idea opening up The Village Hall for facilities and maybe refreshments.  Also, a bench with a commemorative Plaque to be installed on King’s Lane between the villages of Lenchwick and Norton.
      I)  The Clerk reported that she still had the deeds in her possession.  In the past these had been held by a solicitor’s office in Evesham.  It was agreed that The Clerk should purchase a fire proof box and keep them in her office.
13) Correspondence   The Clerk reported that she had received a telephone call from A Parishioner, complaining about another Parishioners attitude to him.  The Council decided that they do not have any jurisdiction in this matter. 
14) Planning     The planning application has been received for the crazy golf etc. at Twyford.
