2)   Apologies Cllr Craig Reeves
3)   Declaration of Interest None.
4)   Public Session A member of the public attended to appraise The Council of the blocked drains on The Evesham Road, The Lengthsman, David also complained that there were a lot of drains blocked in Lenchwick.  The Clerk said she would contact Highways and ask them to unblock these.
5)  Minutes   The Minutes from The Parish Council Meeting held on 3rd of July were duly signed.  Cllr Dance asked if it would be a good idea to explore A Grant Application with Wychavon Rural Funding as this would help once The Land had been purchased.
6) District and County Councillors Reports.  Cllr Bell did not attend.  Cllr Reeves could not attend but had telephoned The Clerk and Cllr. Dance earlier. To inform them that A) Wychavon had voted unanimously to form the separate Unitary Councils North and South. B) to ask that The Chair of The Council Sign the letter he was sending to Members of Parliament, to ask them to change speed limit on The Evesham Road, as he had a meeting with Chris Bloor MP soon and The Evesham Journal intended to do a front-page story on this.  Cllr Reeves also asked for permission from The Council to make the letter public.
7) Chairman’s Report No Chairman’s Report
8) Field Path Officer Report   The field Path Officer reported that there seemed to be an awful lot of dog poo along the paths.  The Clerk reported that she had already used social media to ask people to please pick this up.
9) Lengthsman’s Report David reported he hadn’t yet started to renovate the benches because the weather had been too hot and also because the chair had changed her mind about the kind of treatment required.  It was agreed that The Clerk would buy Garden furniture Stain for the renovation.  David also suggested that The Council explore the possibility of a small bus shelter on the corner of King’s Lane and Heathfield Road, where the children get the school bus, as there isn’t any shelter there during wet and stormy weather, and they get soaked.  The Clerk said she would ask Highways.  David  
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also explained that he had been approached by a local man about putting a bench near to the new part of The Playpark.  The Clerk said she would speak to this man and explain what was required.
10) Finance and Policy The Clerk informed The Council the balance of the bank account was £13,512.47 with £4350 of this being donations towards the purchase of The Land, and the precept being due at the end of the month £10,581 plus the mowing contribution due shortly of £1,402.34
11) Community Outreach Reports  Speedwatch: Cllr Funnell reported that things were moving on, he now had eight volunteers, he had formed a new WhatsApp group and he was just waiting to hear from The Police concerning training. 	Greenway Project: Cllr.Dance reported that this seemed to be reviving because of The David Lloyd project with renewed interest from several parties.  Cllr Dance urged people to take part in survey’s from Cllr Reeves online for this and other projects.  Parish Games: Unfortunately Cllr Heald had to withdraw from The Pool Competition due to lack of team members, this was also the case for The Ladies Darts.  The Men’s Darts had won their first match and will go through to the second round, as will The Skittles.  Bell Boating came 12th out of 14.   Whilst The Football Team didn’t win they declared they had a fantastic time and will definitely take part next year.  All the people who have taken part so far have thoroughly enjoyed it.  Next week is Dominos and Cribbage.
